For example, Otis Boykin’s work on electrical resistors, made
possible the steady workings of a variety of electronic devices. Variations of his
resistor models are used around the world today in televisions, computers, and
radios. Most notably, however, his work enabled control functions for the first
successful implantable pacemaker.
