Providence Alaska House will be a Supportive Housing and

Recuperative Care (SHARC )facility in midtown Anchorage

for low-income people aged 55 and older experiencing

homelessness. The facility will include 45 permanent

supportive housing units and six recuperative care units,

What is recuperative care?
Recuperative care units provide hospitals with a discharge

resource for patients experiencing homelessness who need

a safe place to heal. Patients may stay in the units for up to
six months, depending on their needs and their provide/s
recommendation.
