The primary focus of Concept 1 is to upgrade the current trail system to be sustainable and to provide portable
toilets and some parking at the trail head.

Trails

Maintain current level of access and upgrade the existing trails as needed to be sustainable multi-use trails.

Limit trails to Class 2 and 3 trails of low density.

Connect to Storck Park, Bear Valley Elementary School, Chugach State Park, and greenbelts

Provide loop trails where appropriate.

Minimize trails perpendicular to Clark’s Road between ridge and Clark’s Road to conform to the Orienteering Club’s
request.
