WHEREAS, the Municipal Clerk received a copy of the State of Alaska application on or 25 
after August 27, 2024 and has determined the last day for the Assembly to file a protest is 26 
on or after October 26, 2024; and 27

WHEREAS, the Assembly Meeting on October 22, 2024, is the last scheduled regular 29 
meeting of the Anchorage Assembly prior to the expiration of the protest period. 30

written notice to AMCO that the Assembly has no objection to the renewal of the State of 35

WHEREAS, the Municipal Clerk received timely municipal applications for the 17 
renewal of municipal marijuana establishment licenses for the September 1, 2024 – 18 
August 31, 2026 licensing period for the following establishments: 19

WHEREAS, the Municipal Clerk received notice of the State of Alaska marijuana 27 
license renewals deemed complete by the Alcohol and Marijuana Control Office 28 
(AMCO) for the above establishment; and 29

WHEREAS, per Anchorage Municipal Code (AMC) 10.80.036C. and 10.80.036E., 31 
the Clerk sent notice to each Community Council of all the marijuana establishments 32 
expected to renew within its boundaries before May 1, 2024, and the Clerk sent 33 
notice to each respective Community Council of each establishment’s renewal 34 
application upon determining an application was complete; and 35

WHEREAS, the Assembly must enter any protest to AMCO within 60 days following 37 
the date the AMCO director sent notice of the deemed complete state renewal 38

WHEREAS, the Anchorage Municipal Clerk received a copy of the renewal 41 
applications on or after August 27, 2024 and has determined that the last day for 42 
the Assembly to file a protest is on or after October 26, 2024; and  43

WHEREAS, the Assembly Meeting on October 22, 2024 is the last scheduled 2 
regular meeting of the Anchorage Assembly prior to the expiration of the protest 3 
period; and 4

WHEREAS, the municipal renewal applications submitted for the marijuana 6 
establishment licenses listed above generally meet the applicable provisions of 7 
AMC chapter 10.80; and 8 
 9 
WHEREAS, the Municipal Clerk reports the following status concerning the above 10 
establishments: 11

1. Any State of Alaska violations and/or Municipal violations are attached; and 13 
2. Changes from the marijuana establishment’s original license application or 14 


last renewal application regarding the name of the establishment, the 15 
premises diagram, the operating plan, and product list must be reported. Any 16 
of these changes are attached; and 17 


3. No taxes, fees, or fines are owed to the Municipality of Anchorage; and 18 
4. Special land use permits for marijuana required by AMC 21.05.055 and AMC 19 


21.50.420 have been approved by the Assembly; and 20 
5. Certifications from the Planning Department, Anchorage Fire Department, 21 


Code Abatement, Land Use Enforcement, Anchorage Police Department, 22 
and the Anchorage Health Department have been received; and 23 


6. Attached are any comments received from community councils on the license 24 
renewals. 25

THE ANCHORAGE ASSEMBLY RESOLVES:  27 
 28 
Section 1. Renewal of the municipal marijuana establishment licenses held by 29 
the above establishments is hereby approved. 30 
 31 
Section 2. Failure to comply with the conditions of the individual licenses and the 32 
applicable provisions of Anchorage Municipal Code shall constitute grounds for 33 
modification or revocation of the license. 34 
 35 
Section 3. The renewed marijuana licenses approved by this resolution expire on 36 
August 31, 2026.  37 
 38 
Section 4. The Anchorage Assembly hereby authorizes the Municipal Clerk to 39 
provide written notice to the AMCO that the Assembly has no objection to the 40 
renewal of the State of Alaska marijuana licenses for the above establishments. 41

Section 5.  This resolution shall be effective upon passage and approval.  43
