The Office of Emergency Management, in support of the Administration, is facilitating a 
damage assessment related to the recent severe winter storm. This assessment will come 
in two parts:  
 

• An internal department survey to assess impact to municipal operations and 
facilities   

• An external individual and business survey to assess impact experienced by the 
public  
 

“Data collected from damage assessments will help determine what, if any, additional 
support Anchorage may request from partners, state, or federal resources. This data will 
also help our community understand broader impacts of the storm so we can prepare 
better for future incidents,” said Office of Emergency Management Director, Amanda 
Loach.
