· Agenda Item LUC 0605-01: Officer reports, minutes approval and LUC comments and actions as necessary.

2.  Regarding Zipline – LUC reprimanded by GBOS for discussing items and passing items not on the agenda.  Land status of zip line not known.

· Agenda Item LUC 0605-02: Committee reports; Girdwood Area Plan Review Committee
1. Meeting with MOA postponed to May 25
2. Members assigned first 7 chapters of the GAP

3. Next meeting May 17 at Our Lady of the Snows church

· Agenda Item LUC 0605-03: Proposal:  Parks and Rec seeks to place two or three baskets for the Forest Fair Park Disc Golf Course on Heritage Land Bank land just south of ball field.  Seeking LUC recommendation in favor of a permit to the Heritage Land Bank  Presentation by Sean Stash (replacing Chad Frank)
1. Sean Stash expressed desire to install frisbee-golf course baskets as laid out on an airphoto in community park area.  Wants three holes on HLB land.
2. Need to clear alders but no removal of cottonwood or spruce and do some smoothing of ground.
3. Some concern expressed about discs hitting people and rogue players.
4. Need to have on solid ground to plan so meadow-type areas not suitable.  Too much clearing involved to move course farther south.
5. Potential organized events but provides recreation alternative.
6. Art Esch – only yearly permit would be allowed by MOA.
7. MOA Parks and Rec permit already obtained.
8. Open to anyone to play.
9. Sign will provide guidelines to play, safety, and etiquette.

10. Course installed by volunteers.
Ken Hatch moved that LUC recommend approval to GBOS: (passed 15-2)

· Agenda Item LUC 0605-04:  Presentation regarding request to Municipal Assembly for an alcoholic beverage conditional use for a beverage dispensary at the Glacier City Restaurant. Girdwood Elementary School Subdivision, Tract E3.  Located on the west side of Hightower Road.  Presented by Dan Coffey or representative
Dan Coffey’s representative, Sherman Ernouf explained justifications to dispense alcoholic beverages at the Glacier City Development restaurant. 
1. Promised state of are security system and well-run, high-end operation.
2. Plan to use license to provide liquor for catered events in hotel.

3. Planned development depends on having liquor license.

4. Meets criteria for distance from school (minimum 200 ft portal to portal)

John Gallup makes motion that LUC supports the application for a liquor license.  Motion passed 17-1-0.
· Agenda Item LUC 0605-05: : Glacier City Center project update and
presentation of a proposed pedestrian walkway and associated parking between Glacier City Center and Girdwood Town Square. This item will be presented by Z Architects, Marco Zaccaro (Z Architects).  
Marco Zacaro presented the planned development north of the new Post Office.  The development would have an inn, shops, and restaurant and parking and will tie into the train into the town center.  He needs LUC to recommend support of using HLB land to link the development to  the town center.

Motion by John Gallup to support pedestrian walkway on HLB land linking the proposed development with the parking lot and town center.
Motion passed 17-0-0.

· Agenda Item LUC 0605-06:  Proposal to use Tract 17B HLB #6-029 Hightower near corner of Alyeska Highway (between Skyview Condominiums and highway) to sell soft ice cream during Forest Fair Presented by Todd Brown    
Todd Brown was not present.

1. Larry Daniels pointed out that applicants had not applied to the Forest Fair Committee.  He thought Forest Fair committee representatives should have a chance to determine who gets a permit.
2. John Gallup pointed out that soft ice cream is not handmade as are Forest Fair sale goods and that others had tried to avoid Forest Fair fees by setting up beyond limit of Forest Fair controlled area.
3. The vendor needs electricity and its not available in the Forest Fair area.

4. Seen as precedent to encroach on Forest Fair which provides significant funds for community benefit.

Motion by John Gallup to recommend that Tract 17 be available to applicant for dispensing soft ice cream at the Forest Fair.    
Motion failed (Ayes 0, Nays 15, Abstentions  2)
